You will be notified when your application has been approved for presentation and vote of the full membership. You will then be invited to attend the next business meeting for induction into Georgia 1752 Club, Inc.


Membership in the Georgia 1752 Club is comprised of marketing representatives and marketing managers of mutual and stock insurance companies, as well as general agencies who call on independent agents in the state of Georgia. The Georgia 1752 Club meets twice a year in the spring and fall.


According to the constitution of the Georgia 1752 Club, Inc.—

There shall be four categories of membership:

1. Qualified Member – Any field representative or marketing manager of an insurance company or general agency whose work relates in whole or in part to marketing in the state of Georgia may be considered eligible.

2. Supporting Member – Staff of the Professional Insurance Agents of Georgia, Inc. or the Independent Insurance Agents of Georgia are eligible. This category has no voting rights.

3. Lifetime Member – May be awarded to a member who has:

Retired from active employment

Made specific contributions to the Georgia 1752 Club over a number of years. Such member shall retain all rights of a qualified member but pay no dues.

4. Honorary Member – May be bestowed upon anyone the club may wish to confer special distinction. Such member shall pay no dues and have no voting rights.



When your application for membership in the Georgia 1752 Club is received and has been approved by the executive committee for presentation to the full membership of our organization, you will be invited to attend the next full business meeting. At that time your membership application will be voted on. The membership application can only be voted on if you are present at the meeting. We invite you to apply for membership in our organization so that you may participate in our many activities. 


The Club derives its name from the year Benjamin Franklin established the first Mutual Insurance company in Philadelphia. Originally formed as part of the Florida-Georgia 1752 Club organized in the late 1940’s, it was mutually agreed that each state had an adequate number of members to form its own 1752 Club under its own state name in 1954. There were 13 members present at the organizational meeting in Savannah Beach, September 11, 1954. Initially, membership was comprised of mutual insurance company fieldmen and mutual general agency fieldmen.



The Georgia 1752 Club is a major supporter of Eagle Ranch, a Christian centered home for boys and girls in crisis. Since being started in 1985 on 180 acres of donated land in Chestnut Mountain, Georgia, Eagle Ranch has provided a home for over 500 abused and needy children. 1752 supports Eagle Ranch through various fund raising events we host during the year.


1752 also hosts the annual Jim O’Neal Memorial Golf Tournament to raise funds for Eagle Ranch as well as scholarships to be awarded to college students majoring in risk management or insurance. These scholarships are mostly awarded to students attending Georgia colleges and universities.


Georgia 1752 is also a supporter of the Professional Insurance Agents of Georgia and the Independent Insurance Agents of Georgia as well as the YAC. Every year 1752 hosts a joint hospitality suite at both associations’ annual conventions.
